B. PERMIT INSTRUCTIONS, CONTRACTOR CERTIFICATION AND FFD‑TECHNICAL STAFF APPROVAL
1. This permit shall be used for any work on the Pentagon reservation that may disrupt underground communication or utility lines, or above‑ground rights‑of‑ways. Contractor or COR is responsible for coordinating with agencies in Part C and must have their approval prior to submitting permit to FFD ‑Technical Staff.

2. Seven (7) copies of this permit shall be submitted by the Contractor or COR to FFD ‑Technical Staff. Allow seven (7) working days for PBMO processing. Contractor MUST have a Technical Staff‑approved permit prior to commencing on‑site work. Permit shall be readily available on‑site for the duration of the work.

3. Hand digging shall be used within ten feet (3 meters) of each side of marked locations if underground communication or utility lines have been located in the area to be excavated.

4. Contractor or COR shall immediately notify the affected utility(s) to the Technical Staff or affected agency of ANY damage to the utility 

    or Communication lines.

5. Contractor is solely responsible for tracing all underground utilities not identified by MISS UTILITY or the governmental agencies

     listed In Part D below.

6. Contractor questions regarding this permit should be directed to the Contracting Officer’s Representative.

7. Contractor is solely responsible for all damages caused by his activities on the reservation. Failure to comply with the above provisions shall be at Contractor’s risk of immediate work stoppage and expulsion from the reservation.
